So when you go shopping try to look for the FAIRTRADE Mark (see left) to help farmers  
and workers around the world earn a fairer deal and build better futures. 

 

Please also remember to pray for all those people involved in producing and supplying the food we eat, 
especially those farmers who don’t yet receive a fair price for their produce.
